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Legislative Up date
November 2006

On November 21, the House holds its Organizational Session. House and Senate Leadership will begin
appointing Committee Chairs and selecting members to committees. Interim committee meetings begin
on December 4 and will be held throughout January and February. The Opening Day of the 2007
Regular Session begins March 6, 2007.

In preparing for the Session, we can anticipate the following legislation:

Certified Lab T ech Legislation

We can expect Rep. Stan Jordan to file the Certified Dental Lab Tech Mandate bill again. He publicly
stated at the last committee hearing during the 2006 Legislative Session that the certified lab tech bill
would be the first bill he introduces for the 2007 Session.

As filed last year, the bill required that Florida orthodontists and dentists could only use the services of
registered dental laboratories for crowns, bridges, dentures, and other dental prosthetics work. Dental
laboratories would need to employ at least one certified dental technician beginning July 1, 2009 and
submit the documentation with its biennial registration with the Department of Health.

Dental laboratories operating or conducting business in Florida regardless of where they are located
would be required to register with the Department of Health and comply with state law and rules -
requiring all out-of-state and out-of-country labs to register with the Florida Department of Health, or they
could not conduct business in Florida. The Department of Health would be required to conduct periodic
inspections of dental laboratories operating in Florida including dental laboratories that might be located
in other states or countries.

Student Loan Rep ayment Program Funding

FAO supports the student loan repayment program. This requires active lobbying on our part working
with our new Governor, Department of Health, Florida House, and Florida Senate to reinstate funding for
the Florida Health Services Corporation (student loan repayment program). This program would provide
dental/orthodontist students the opportunity to receive assistance in repaying their student loans by
committing to working full-time in a federally designated area that is underserved in this medical area.

Medicaid Reform

When Medicaid reform legislation passed, the two key counties to begin the pilot projects were Broward
and Duval Counties. Eleven plans will serve Medicaid recipients in Broward County with 2 provider
service networks (PSNs) and 9 health maintenance organizations (HMOS). Duval County will have four
health plans which will include one PSN and 3 HMOs. All plans must offer dental care for children. In
addition, the plans will provide emergency dental care and full and partial denture services for adults.
Some of the plans will offer additional services including adult preventative dental care.

Both the House and Senate Health Care committees will be working with the Agency for Health Care
Administration and the Department of Health to revise areas of Medicaid reform that require additional
attention.
